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Invite your local Chambers of Commerce to sign/promote resolution. Ask the Chamber to alert its members to recognize teachers on that day.
Suggest local businesses put up a sign or poster stating “We love our {LOCAL} teachers!” 
Ask chapters to distribute fliers of support to local businesses
Make a presentation to City Council on good things happening in your school.
Speak to community group on what’s going on at local Community College
Contact a popular local radio station about the possibility of airing public service announcements to get the word to the public about Day of the Teacher. Script the spots and offer to record them yourself or have students record them. 
Invite a “delegation” of city council members, supervisors, etc. to come into a classroom to observe the hard work teachers do every day.
Write Op-ed or letter to the Editor talking about how schools strengthen their community and what locals can do. You could even share the byline with a community member.
Use Day of the Teacher as the occasion to say thank you to those in the community who have made teachers' jobs a little easier by volunteering, donating equipment or otherwise helping schools work. Invite them to the classroom or school for recognition.
